He had
given the company to the employees through an ESOP, that
was completed in 1995, The employees sold the company
to a private equity firm in 2002, Today, it still employs over
100 people and publishes Military Vehicle Magazine.

As such it
becomes the first reference of its kind ever produced.

My background 1o military vehicle collection is that of an auto
mechanic as a soldier serving in Europe in WWIL In civilian life | pursued
a carpenter’s life from 1946-37 and in 1952 | began publishing, which
grew inte Krause Publications, employving 500 emplovees. It was from this
endeavor that both the lola O Car Show and the lola Military Show found
their beginning.

When | sold the 50 units of military vehicles in 20035 to a private
collector | retained three jeeps. On my wall in the publishing building hung
an artist's drawing showing eleven different jeeps.

That proved o
he wishful thinking. | soon leamed of another and would buy it 1o discover
vel another one o (ow | didn't have. | finally couldn't find anymore afier
the twenty five offered in this sale. There is however vet one that got
away from me, a 1944 MB converted by Holden of Australia, Front Line
Ambulance, owned by Kevin Kronland, He offered it to me but | had
already decided to sell my collection. At 86 it's hard 1o take jeeps to vour
Erave.

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What's a Jeep?

The jeep is a quarter ton truck originally developed by the Bantam
Car company of Butler, PA for use by the LS. Army during WWIL After
submission of prototype vehicles for testing, three companies {Bantam,
Ford and Willys) were given orders for 1500 pre-standardized vehicles
cach, Willys design proved to be the winner of the bidding process. Ford
Joined the production using the Willvs design and Bantam lost oul because
the government felt they were unable (o meer demand.

The term “jeep™ is used throughout this catalog wo describe the 1/4
ton vehicle used by the Armed forces. When | first joined the Army as a
drafiee in 1943, the term jeep was just beginning to be used to identify a
I/4 won truck. In fact the word peep was also used - a jeep was a peep and
a jeep was a 172 on command car. They could well have been originally
Slat Grill Willys or the prototype MA, GP or BRC's for that maner, and
our colonel had an old 172 ton Dodge Command Car. We also had 1-1/2
ton Chevrolet’s. Before going to Tennessee mancuvers in the fall of 1943,
we urmed in all our vehicles and acquired different omcs. Before going
overseas in the fall of 1944 we again timed in all our vehicles, We drew
new 174 1won Ford jeeps, 3/4 ton Dodge Weapons Carriers and 2-1/2 1on
GMC long wheel base trucks after we armived in England. Our battalion had
24 jeeps, 12 3/4 ton Weapons Carriers and 87 2-1/2 ton GMC trucks. | was
a mechanic in Headquarters Battery, more particularly the Battalion Moor
Fool of the 5635 Anti Adrcrafl Artillery Battalion.

O day, an ex-maring who was active during the Vietnam War was
surprised to see my Mighty Mite, as he hadn’t seen one since his service days
oversees.

Al ong time, | had 40 o 50 WWII vehicles
which 1 sold as a collection, saving a GPW, a GPand an MA. It was with these
three vehicles that [ began collecting jeeps, believing there were only 11 differ-
ent types.  Gradually, | began leaming of more and more until [ stopped at 24.

In 1982, the Humvee replaced all the jeeps as well as %5 ton vehicles.
It comes in more configurations than you can shake a stick at. | don't collect
them.

It can be said that [ bought restored jeeps, many older restora-
tions, and in many cases vehicles that have been stored, many needed
new brakes and carburetors cleaned. These maintenance needs have
been met on all the vehicles that need that service.

Mone have been repainted. Chet Krause 15 86 yvears old and
telt there wasn't time to do a complete restoration on 25 jeeps, so
was content to leave them as they were very nice.

Thus vou will find that the jeeps offered are solid and cor-
rected restored vehicles.

The above pertains to all except the amphibious GPA. That
is one of the finest restorations (and most expensive) the hobby has
ever known.
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LOT 1 - BANTAM BRC (PROTOTYPE) - 1940

The 40BRC was developed from the Bantam Blitz Buggy. It was equipped with the
Continental BY 4112, 4 cylinder, T-head engine that produced 45hp at 3500rpm.
With a gross weight of 2600 pounds, its performance suffered in comparison to
the Willys MA. A few four wheel steering units were produced (about 30 to 50).
Because it was judged unable to maintain production quotas, Bantam never made
another jeep, but was contracted to produce the MBT quarter ton trailer until the
end of the war.
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LOT 2 - WILLYS MA - 1941

This is the vehicle that won the bidding competition for
production of the quarter ton truck. Its most distinctive feature
is the Willys name prominently displayed at the forefront of
the vehicle along with the grill design. It won the competition i
because Willy's bid was lower than both Bantam and Ford. : = ] : THE CHETY

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LOT 3 - FORD GP FOUR-WHEEL STEER (PROTOTYPE) - 1941

The Ford GP was the next generation from Ford's pilot vehicle, the Pigmy (Nov. 23, 1940). This vehicle was
equipped with an upscale version of the Ford 9N farm tractor engine and Maodel A transmission. The engine
horsepower was raised to 45hp at 3600rpm and was fitted with a downcraft carburetor
and mechanical fuel pump. Various innovations were added, like placing the headlamps
under the hood where they would not be damaged by brush, or easily seen by enemy

forces in the air. Ford went on to produce jeeps under the Willys design which were
designed the Ford GPW.
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LOT 4 - WILLYS MB (SLATGRILL) - 1941

This Willys model MB became the standard jeep, and the early slatgrill version was built from November
1941 to May 1942, It was a major refinement of the Willys MA and was most recognized by its iron bar
grill and lack of glove box on the instrument panel, along with the Willys script stamp on the rear panal.
Most slatgrill jeeps were equipped with the solid disc proto-type wheels found on the MA, GP and
BRCA0. Very early units had a shorter windshield. After Ford Motor Company joined Willys in making
jeeps, the iron bar grill design was dropped in favor of the pressed steel grill.
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LOT 5 - FORD GPW SCRIPT - 1942

For all intent and purposes, the Ford Jeep was for all the world a duplicate
of the Willys MB and never changed its design. The early Ford shown
here had Script on the rear panel as did Willys. The addition of a gas
can to the reverse covered the spot of the Ford or Willys Script so it was
removed. Ford developed the stamped grill and Willys used the same
supplier as Ford. Thus they were exactly alike, so was the body or tub.

LOT 6 - FORD GPA (AMPHIBIOUS) - 1943
The GPA is a seaworthy amphibious vehicle built around the Ford GPW jeep chassis. It incorporates the same
engine and drivetrain as the Ford GPW jeep. It has a bilge pump and propeller that is operated by the PTO, and
the rudder is cable controlled from the steering column. The unit is also equipped with the Braden capstan
winch. It has a wheelbase of 84 inches, as compared to 80 inches on the standard jeep, and a weight of 3660
pounds, making it 1200 pounds heavier than a standard jeep.

This jeep has been restored by L'Cars of Cameron, Wisconsin, a concours quality restorer. Thisis a ground up restoration
and is the finest GPA restoration in Morth America, as every mechanical device has been restored, all interior bracing
has been replaced as new, and the entire skin is new. The restoration was completed in March 2008.

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LOT 7 - WILLYS MB STAMPED GRILL - 1942

The Willys MB was the unit built the same time as the Ford
GPW on the next page. These vehicles were so much alike
that it was hard to tell them apart. Toolbox locks were on the
top in the case of the Willys, on the side in the case of Ford.
